MINUTES
A PUBLIC MEETING of the City Commission of the City of Lake Helen, Florida was

called to order by Mayor Snowden at approximately 7:00 p.m. Present were Mayor Snowden, Commissioners Basso, Burton, Lane and Robbins. Also present were City Administrator Don Findell and City Clerk Nancy Wilson.  

Commissioner Burton gave the invocation and led the Pledge of Allegiance
COMMISSION CONSIDERATION:  

Solicitation of public input into the development of the FY 2010/2011 Community Development Block Grant Annual Work Plan and Five-Year Work Program
City Administrator Findell outlined the area in Lake Helen that is eligible for expenditure of CDBG funds.  It is restricted to the geographic area that is bounded on the north by Ohio Avenue, on the south by Kicklighter Road plus a few acres south of Kicklighter on the west side of Lake Helen-Osteen Road, on the west by Matanzas Street and on the east by Prevatt Avenue/Lake Helen-Osteen Road.  The projects that can be funded with CDBG funds ranges from bricks and mortar projects to social/public services.  Lake Helen has typically used CDBG funds for bricks and mortar projects, such as road construction and sidewalk construction.  Currently, CDBG funds are being used for the road improvements on South Summit Avenue.  If this project is continued to completion it will almost certainly require the expenditure of the City’s 2010/2011 and 2011/2012 CDBG funds which means that we need to select additional projects for funding for the final years of the Five-Year Work Program.  The City of Lake Helen expects to receive CDBG allocations of $60,000 - $70,000 annually.  Money is allocated year-by-year and is based on geographical areas.
